Renée Morloc received her singing education at the Musikhochschule in Stuttgart and at Mozarteum Salzburg,
which she finished with distinction, besides she concluded her studies of German language and literature and
viola. Her operatic debut took place at the Nationaltheater Mannheim as Erda in ,,Siegfried”, until 1996 she
was engaged as Dramatic Alt at Staatsoper Hannover, she is member of the ensemble of Rheinoper
Diisseldorf, where she can be heard as Brangine, Kabanicha, Fricka, Geschwitz, Ulrica, Erda, Waltraute,
Azucena, Zia Principessa, Klytdmnestra, Quickly, Herodias, Amme, Geneviéve and Auntie.

Her most important roles during the last few years comprise Amme (,,Frau ohne Schatten) and Klytimnestra
(,,Elektra®) that she sang very successfully in various new productions, so Klytdmnestra at the Maifestspiele
Wiesbaden directed by Rebecca Horn and in Stuttgart in the Konwitschny production (director Falk-Richter)
in Frankfurt.
